1) Overpopulation: When too many living things in an ecosystem, there are not enough resources
2) Drought: A long period of time with little or no precipitation (rain)

3) Extinct: When an organism is no longer alive on Earth

4) Adaptation: A special trait that helps an organism survive

5) Camouflage: An adaptation in which an animal can hide by blending in with its surroundings

6) Mimicry: When one organism imitates the traits of another

7) Hibernation: An animal that sleeps through the winter

8) Migration: When an animal moves to avoid cold weather, find new sources of food, or find safe place to breed & raise their young
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
