READING/LANGUAGE ARTS


Our second Reading Unit is A Green Future. We will be learning about recycling and keeping our earth clean through leveled readers. Your child will practice monitoring comprehension, draw conclusions, learn idioms and similes, practice fluent reading, learn theme vocabulary, homophones, synonyms and antonyms. We will start trying to post our weekly task card on the 4th grade website for you to know exactly what we are working on in class. 


Please remember that these are ONGOING skills that will continue to be assessed throughout the year.  Your child will have a spelling test each Friday. Their words should be written in their agendas each Monday when they get home.  Our reading homework will fluctuate but your child should read 20 minutes and write a sentence connection in their agenda EACH night!


MATHEMATICS


We will be working on multiplication for much of the month of October.  We have already began practicing our basic multiplication facts.  We will start multiplying larger numbers very soon.  In fourth grade, we multiply up to 3-digit by 1-digit (245 x 8) and 2-digit by 2-digit equations (45 x 34).  We will use many strategies to try and help your child understand how to solve these equations.   We will talk about regrouping, area models, partial products, and the distributive property strategies.  It would be very helpful if your child would practice his/her basic facts EVERY night! Vocabulary - factors & product
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SOCIAL STUDIES


Social studies standards: We’re beginning early Native American cultures (SS4H1) and reviewing locating important physical and man made features in the U.S. (SS4G1) along with European exploration (SS4H2)


SCIENCE


We will continue to work on our weather standards this month.  Your child should already be familiar with the water cycle, the difference between weather and climate, and weather instruments.  We will be now be focusing on forecasting and weather maps.  We will be talking about different fronts and high and low pressure as it is represented on a weather map. Have your child watch the weather with you.  This will help them to become familiar with the symbols used on the weather map and how they are used.
